1-2-2. Procedure of the contract

To use SUZUKI CONNECT services, you need to create a SUZUKI CONNECT Account and contract SUZUKI CON-
NECT services.

Contract process

< Primary Users >
1. Create a new account

- You will receive a “SUZUKI CONNECT Registration Form” from the dealership staff when the vehicle is
contracted.

- Scan the QR code on the SUZUKI CONNECT Registration Form with your smartphone to access to the
SUZUKI CONNECT member's website.
